Rules and Regulations of
national Centre for cold chain development

(to be regsitered under the societies  registration act 1860)

1. name of the society

The name of the society shall be “NATIONAL CENTRE FOR COLD HAIN DEVELOPMENT” (hereinafter to be referred to as “SOCITY” or NCCD”)

2 REGISTERED OFFICE

The registered office of the Society shall be situated at national Horticulture Boar, 82, Institutional Area, Sector 18, Gurgaon, Haryana

3
The Society will function as an autonomous body within the territory of India working in collaboration with cold chain industry and stake holders to serve as a Centre of excellence for development of cold chain in India by way of promotion and diffusion of scientific and technical knowledge relating to development of integrated cold chain in India.

3 (A). AIMS & OBJETIVES

The aims and objectives of the Society shall be.

(i) To recommend standards and protocols for cold chain infrastructure/building including post harvest management so as to harmonize with international standards and best practices and suggest mechanism for benchmarking and certification of infrastructure/building, process and services provided by cold chain industry.

(ii) To suggest indicative guidelines for preparation of project reports for potential investors/entrepreneurs.

(iii) To assess and develop appropriate IT-based management information system for the cold chain infrastructure

(iv) To undertake and coordinate Research and Development(R&D) work required for development of cold chain industry in consultation with stakeholders.
(v) To undertake and coordinate the task of Human Resource Development(HRD) and capacity building. It may also conduct in-house training, short-term/long courses relevant for cold chain development.

(vi) To launch publicity campaign to educate the stakeholders including awareness building about the benefits of integrated cold chain.

(vii) To recommend appropriate policy framework relating to development of cold chain.

(viii) To facilitate and foster the development of multi-modal transportation facilities for perishable agricultural, horticultural and allied commodities and establishment of National Green Grid Perishable Commodities
3
(B).     Pursuant of the aforesaid objectives, the Society may:

a- Make and amend bye-laws for conduct of the affairs of the Society and add, modify or rescind them form time to time;

b- Decide eligibility and reserve the right to accept any person and/or entity as member of the NCCD.

c- Create corpus ,raise funds and accept contribution/donations (in cash or kind) grants of money, securities, property of any kind, and fund or donation not inconsistent with the objectives of the Society.

d- Borrow money required for the purpose of the Society with or without security upon such terms and in such manner as may be determined by the Governing Council of the Society;

e- Invest surplus funds of the Society for any of its objectives in such a manner as the Governing Council may determine;
f- Meet out of the funds of the Society all expenses which the Society may incur with respect to the formation, registration; and operations of the Society;

g- Open Bank Accounts of any type including overdraft account and to operate the same in ordinary course of business’

h- Own, establish or have and maintain offices, branches and agencies in or outside India for the purpose of carrying on its business;
i- Collaborate with research/educational institutions and companies in India and abroad for research and training, technology transfer issues and exchange of know how and personnel in cold chain areas and to appoint consultants/experts/R&D Organizations to carry out research/evaluation study in related areas;

j- Sell, assign, lease, exchange, purchase and otherwise transfer or dispose of all or any other movable and immovable property of the society for the furtherance of its objectives;
k- Evolve strategies, facilitate and promote specific actions, programmes, research and development efforts in the country;
l- Undertake and promote on its own or in collaboration with national and international agencies, commercial exploitation of technologies, generate the know-how or outcome of R&C;

m- Publish books and literature and periodicals relating promotion and development of cold chain’

n- Take up relevant tasks as the Society may consider necessary, incidental or conducive to the attainment of its objectives;

3.(C).
The income of the society can be from membership fee, fee from certification, training, sponsored R& D activities, project appraisal and assistance etc. Regular and one time contribution as well as tied up contribution from the cold chain Industry and service provider members and stoke-holder, like Producer Association, Research and Education Society, Cold Chain Association related to one-time membership fee or general work relating to development of cold chain can be made to the corpus of the society.  The annual surplus of the society will be utilized for scientific and technological research and training purpose as per the objective of the society.  Al the income earnings, movable immovable properties of the Societies shall be only utilized and applied towards the promotion of its aims and objects only set forth in the Memorandum of the Association and no profit on thereof shall be paid or transferred directly or Indirectly by way of dividends bonus profits or in any manner whatsoever to the present or past members of the Society or to any persons claiming  to be the present or past members.  No Member of Society shall have any personal claim on any moveable or immoveable properties of the Society or make any profit, whatsoever by virtue of his Membership.
3. (D) The initial corpus for NCCD will be provided by Ministry of Agriculture, Government of India through National Horticulture Board by way of grant as may  approved by the Government. Confederation of Indian Industry (CII) and Federation of Indian Chamber of Commerce (FICCI) will nominate one member each to the Governing council of the Society. In addition to above, the other membership categories will be – (i) Growers and Grower’s Association(ii) Cold Storage Service provider(iii) Transporter/Reefer transporter service providers (i) Cold Chain equipment manufacturers/suppliers (v) Organized retail chain and food processors (vi) Consumer Organization, reputed individuals in the filed of cold chain, exporters and Government organizations, autonomous Institutions (vii) Institutional Members from other Chamber of Commerce and Industries, Financial Institutions(FIs), other related registered organizations/Industries/Service providers.  The FICCI and CII will contribute Rs. Twenty lakh each in cash and/or kind to NCCD corpus. The membership fee for categories (ii) to () above will be Rs. fifty thousand per year. The membership fee for (i) and (vi) above will be Rs. ten thousand per year.  The 

Membership fee for Institutional member category will be one time contribution of Rs. five lakh.  The Governing Council can revise the membership fee at any time without giving any notice to the Members and will decide fees for certification, training and preparation of project report etc. The members in aforesaid respective categories (i) to (vii), will elect one representative each to the Governing Council for tenure of three years.

National Center for Cold Chain Development
Bye-law

In exercise of the powers conferred under clause 3 of the Memorandum of Association of National Center for Cold Chain Development(NCCD), the following by-laws of National Center for cold chain Development(NC) are enacted:-

1. Short Title- This Bye-law may be called the “Bye-laws of the National center for Cold Chain Development”.
1. Definition- Subject to the context:

a) ‘Center’ means National Center for Cold Chain Development (NCC)

b) ‘Governing Council’ means the Governing Council of National Center for Cold Chain, Development

c) ‘Executive Committee’ means Executive Committee of National Center for cold Chain Development 

d) ‘Director’ means the Director of National Center for Cold Chain  Development

e) ‘Council Member’ means an ex-officio council member or a nominated council member or an elected council member of the Governing council of national Center for old Chain Development

f) ‘Committee Member’ means member of the Executive Committee

g) ‘Member’ means the Member of various member categories of NCD as defined in section 3(D) of Memorandum of Association including the ex-officio council member and Nominated Council Member.

h) ‘Member Category’ means any one of the Member Category of NCCD such as Institutional members category/Cold Storage Service provider category/transporter-reefer transporter service provider Members category/Organized retail Chain-Food Processor members category/Consumer Organization-Reputed individual-Exporter-autonomous Institution Member Category
i) ‘Fund’ means and includes any Reserve Fund, Sinking Fund, Insurance Fund, Provident Fund or any other Fund created, establishment, maintained and operated by NCCD for any purpose permissible by the Memorandum of Association or the Bye-law made hereunder.

j)
‘Account’ means and includes any bank account or any other account established, maintained and operated by NCCD for any purpose permissible under Memorandum of Association or the Bye-law made hereunder:

3. Roll of Members

The NCCD shall maintain a roll of members of NCCD including the Council Members and the Committee Members, clearly indicating occupations and addresses, and signature of every member,  If a member of NCCD changes his address, he/she may notify to be NCCD, his/her new address.  But in case, the concerned Member fails to notify the revised address, his/her address as recorded on the roll of members shall be deemed to be his/her address, provided that no such notification will be required in case of an ex-officio council member.

Explanation:  Where a member of NCCD is a Company, a Society, a Body Corporate, an autonomous Institution, the roll may be signed by an authorized representative of such Company, Society, Body Corporate or autonomous Institution as the case may be.

4. Term of Office of Council Members:

i) A council member shall cease to be such member, if he dies or becomes of unsound mind or becomes insolvent or is convicted of a criminal
offence involving moral turpitude or if he resigns from such membership by a letter addressed to the NCCD. Such a resignation shall. However, take effect on acceptance of the resignation by the Executive Committee.
ii) Unless the membership of a council member is otherwise determined, all elected council members shall cease to be Council members on the expiry of three years, from the date on which they become council members will have a maximum tenure of two years in the Governing Council.

iii) Any vacancy in the Governing Council shall be filled up by appointed, nomination or election of a council member by the appropriate authority/body entitled to make such appointed, nomination or the election, as the case may be.
iv) Provided that, the foregoing sub-rules in this rule 4 shall have no application in the case of an ex-officio council member nominated by the Central Government who shall continue to be such ex-officio council member during the pleasure of the Government.

5. Procedure for election of Elected Council Members:
The Director, NCCD will notify the dates of election in advance for electing the elected council Members from various member categories.  The election process to choose the next elected Council Member will have to be completed at least one month in advance from the date from which the tenure of existing elected council Members will be completed.  A returning officer shall be appointed by the Executive Committee and notified by Director, NCD at least tow months in advance of election date, who will conduct the election for respective member category through the process of secret ballot and or postal ballot.  It shall be the duty of the Director, NCCD to intimate category including their address, contact details to the returning officer, at least one and half months in advance. The election shall be conducted for various member categories by the returning officer at a general meeting of the center to be notified in advance of one month prior to election.  The notice for general meeting including time, date and venue an be intimated by local delivery by person, postal registered letter, and publication in newspaper. The postal ballot received before the conduct of general meeting for the lection will be counted for the purpose of election.. The decision of the returning officer in declaring the election result will be final and binding subject to the provision of law.

6. Meetings of the Governing Council
i) The President shall preside over all meetings of the Governing Council.  In the absence of the President in any meeting of the Governing Council, the Senior-most official council Member shall preside over the meeting. The Governing Council shall meet at least once in every year, which shall be called the Annual General Meeting of the Governing Council.. However, the President may convene an emergency meeting of the Governing Council at a shorter notice to discuss any matter of emergent nature by giving prior notice of at least 15 days.  Al meetings of the Governing Council shall be held at the time and place to be determined by the President of the Governing Council.
ii) The President may convene a special meeting of the Governing Council on the written requisition of not less than one third of the council members.
Such special meeting shall be called Extra-ordinary General Meeting of the Governing Council.  Every such requisition duly made by the council members shall express the object for which the extra-ordinary General Meeting is proposed to be called and shall be delivered at the address of the Director NCCD or posted to his address.  Upon receiving such requisition the President shall convene a meeting of the Governing Council within 30 days from the date of such receipt.

iii) Every notice calling the Annual and Extra ordinary General Meeting of the NCCD shall state the date, time and place at which such meeting will be held and shall be served upon every council member not less than 21 clear days before the date appointed for the meeting.

iv) The accidental omission to give notice or the non-receipt of the notice by any council member or other person to whom it should be given shall not invalidate the proceedings at the meeting.

v) Ten council Members present in person shall from a quorum for any General Meeting of the Governing Council.  However, in the case of an Extra-ordinary General Meeting, five or one-half of the requisitionists (whichever is lower) must be resent to form part of a quorum.

vi) Every matter discussed in a meeting of the Governing Council shall be decided by a majority of those present and entitle to Vote.
Each council member shall have one Vote. In case of equality of Votes, the President shall have the casting Vote. The council Members shall not authorize any other person to represent them at the meetings of the NCCD.

vii) The President on the request of Governing Council Members or otherwise may invite any other person, who is not a council member to attend a meeting of the Governing Council as special invitee. Such invitee shall hot be entitled to vote at the meeting.

viii) The Governing Council shall function notwithstanding any vacancy therein any no act or proceedings of the Governing Council shall be invalidated or nullified merely by reasons only of the existence of any vacancy therein or any defect in the appointment/nomination of any council members.

ix) The council members, Committee members or any Committee appointed by the Governing Council other than Director, NCCD shall not be entitled to any remuneration from the NCCD. However, special invitees an outside experts to the Governing Council or the Executive Committee or any other Committee appointed by it may be paid such traveling an daily allowances an may be provided by the Executive Committee in respect of any Journeys undertaken by them for attending the meeting of the Governing Council, the Executive Committee or the Committee or in connection with any other business of the NCCD, Governing Council the Executive Committee or any other Committee as the case be.

The Governing Council will have powers to

d) borrow money required for the purpose of the society with or without security upon such terms and in such manner as may be determined by the Governing Council of the society;

e) invest surplus funds of the society for any of its objectives in such manner as the governing council may determine;

f) meet out of the funds of the society all expenses which the society may incur with respect to the formation, registration; and operations of the society;

g) open Bank accounts of any type including overdraft account and to operate the same in ordinary course of business;

h) Own, establish or have and maintain offices, branches and agencies in or outside India for the purpose of carrying out its business;

l) undertake and promote on its own or in collaboration with national and international agencies, commercial exploitation of cold chain technologies, generate the know-how or outcome of R&D.

m) publish books and literature and periodicals relating to promotion and development of cold chain;

n) take up relevant tasks as the society may consider necessary incidental or conductive to attainment of its objects;

o) consider and decide on the programmes and activities of the Centre and to approve the annual plan, budget and new schemes/programmes, if any;

p) Approval of the appointment of the Director and auditors for the Centre.

q) Consider the Annual Report, Audited accounts and balance sheet of the Centre for the outgoing years.

r) General supervision of the NCCD.

s) Delegate any of its powers by resolution to the Executive Committee/Committee or Committees constituted by it/Chairman, Director or any other officer of the NCCD.

9 Meetings of the Executive Committee
i) The Executive Committee shall meet at least once in every three months and otherwise at such times and at such places as may be decided by the Chairman or the Executive Committee.

ii) Five Committee Members present in person shall constitute the quorum at any meeting of the Executive Committee.
iii) A resolution in writing, signed by a majority of the committee members shall be deemed to be the resolution passed by the Executive Committee and shall be deemed to have been passed on the date on which the last signatory affixes his signatures to it.

iv) Provided that any resolution passed as aforementioned shall be placed before the next meeting of the Executive Committee.

v) In the event of the absence of the Chairman in a meeting of the Committee, Agricultural Marketing Adviser and Joint Secretary(Marketing), Govt. of India shall preside over the meeting.

vi) Each committee member excluding the Chairman thereof shall have one vote and in case of equality of votes on any question to be decided by the Executive Committee, Chairman shall have a casting vote.

10. Powers and Functions of the Executive Committee:

(i) The general superintendence, direction and control of the affairs and functions of the Centre shall vest in the Executive Committee, in accordance with these bye-laws made therein for the furtherance of its objects, which may exercise all the powers necessary or expedient for the purpose.

(ii) To prepare and execute detailed plans and programmes for the Centre and to consider and approve adjustments and re-appropriations of outlays for different components/programems approved by the Governing Council, so as to carry on the administration and management of the Centre efficiently and effectively.

(iii) To prepare, revise and amend the budget estimates of the Centre each year, and to sanction the expenditure.
(iv) To institute and award fellowships, scholarships, prizes and medals.
(v) To collaborate with any other domestic or international organization in the matter of cold chain development and to enter into agreements for and on half of the Centre.

(vi) To sue and defend all legal proceedings on behalf of the Centre.

(vii) To create such posts, appoint, control, remove suspend and dismiss employees, consultants, advisers or experts etc. as may be 

required for the efficient management of the affairs of the Centre and to regulate the recruitment and conditions of their service.

(viii) To appoint Returning Officer for the conduct of election of council members form various members categories.

(ix) To appoint Committees or Sub-Committees as and when required.

(x) To delegate any of its powers by resolution to the Director or any other officer of the Centre.

(xi) All maters to be placed before the Governing Council shall, in the first instance, be placed before the Executive Committee for examination.
(xii) The Chairman of Executive Committee may, in extra-ordinary circumstances and emergency, act for and in the name of the Executive Committee subject to ratification of such action by the Executive Committee within three months from the date of such a decision.

11. Director of NCCD:

i) The Director shall be the Principal Executive Officer of the Centre, He shall be appointed be the Chairman of the Centre with the previous approval of the Governing Council and shall hold office for such period and on such conditions as may be specified by the Governing Council.

ii) It shall be the duty of the Director to implement the decisions of Governing Council, Executive Committee, take steps in furtherance of the aims & objectives of the Society and coordinate and exercise general supervision over all the activities of the NCCD.  In this regard, the Director shall be accountable to the Governing Council and the Executive Committee.
iii) He shall prescribe the duties of all officers and staff of the Centre and shall exercise such supervision and disciplinary control as may be prescribed by the Executive Committee in accordance with these rules.

iv) He shall prepare an annual plan and budget of the activities of NCCD and place it before the Executive Committee & Governing Council for approval.
v) He shall have custody of the funds of the Centre and shall be responsible for preparation and auditing of accounts of the NCCD in time.

Until a regular Director of NCCD is appointed, the Chairman may nominate any suitable person as the Director.
12. Income Accounts and Audit

i) The income of the Centre will inter-alia, consist of the following:
a) Grants made by the Central Government and other Govt, organizations.
b) Membership fee

c) Fee from certification and training activities

d) Fee form sponsored R&C activities,

e) Fee from assistance on project appraisal 

f) Income from investments and other sources

g) Loans, receipts, donations and contributions in cash and kind to the Centre from other sources

ii) The Bankers of the Centre shall be any Scheduled Commercial/Nationalized Banks approved by the Executive Committee. All receivable shall be paid into the Center’s Accounts with its Bankers and shall not be withdrawn except on a cheque signed by such officer or offices as may duly empowered in this behalf by the Executive Committee.

iii) The Centre shall maintain proper accounts and other relevant records and prepare an annual statement of accounts in such form as may be prescribed by the Governing Council.

iv) The accounts of the Centre shall be audited annually by the auditors of the Centre appointed by the Governing Council.  Any Expenditure incurred in connection with the audit of accounts shall be borne by the Centre.

v) The NCCD shall submit the audited statement of Accounts together with the audit report to the Central Government who will be entitled to call for any clarification in this matter.
vi) The Comptroller and Auditor General of India or his nominee shall. However, have the right to demand the production of books, accounts, connected vouchers and other documents and papers in respect of grants, loans or guarantees given by the Central/State Government to the Centre.
vii) The Annual Report and the Annual Accounts of the Centre shall be prepared by Director, NCCD and place before the Executive Committee and the Governing Council at its Annual General Meeting for consideration and approval. Copies of the approved reports & accounts shall be supplied to the council members.  The proceedings of the Annual General Meeting of the Governing Council together with a copy of Annual Report shall be sent to the Central Government.

13. Service of Notice


i) A notice may be served/delivered upon any council member either personally or by post at the address mentioned in the roll of members.

ii) Any notice so served by post shall be deemed to have been served on the day following that on which it is posted.

14. Authority and Common Seal

The Director or any other officer of the Centre as may be determined by the Executive Committee may be authorized to execute documents, plaints, written statements and affidavits etc. on behalf of NCCD.
 The Centre shall have a common seal, which shall be kept in safe custody by the Director and shall be used by and under the authority of the Executive Committee.

15. Amendment of Bye-laws
The Bye-laws may be amended, by a resolution adopted by two-third majority at a meeting of the Governing Council convened for this purpose in accordance with rules of the Centre.

16. Power of Central Govt. to review etc.

Notwithstanding anything contained in the MoA or the Bye-laws, the Central Government shall have power to review or cause to be reviewed the work and purpose of the centre and to issue, such directions as may be necessary for achievement & furtherance of the objects of the society.

17. Dissolution
i) Subject to the consent of the Central Government, the Governing Council may with a majority of two-third of the council members present & voting determine that the Centre shall be dissolved forthwith, or at the time then agreed upon, and all necessary steps shall be taken for the disposal and settlement of the property of the NCCD, its claims and liabilities, provided that in the event of any dispute arising among the council members, adjustments of its affairs shall be referred to the Principal Court of original Jurisdiction in Haryana and the Court shall make such order in the matter as it shall deem fit.

ii) On dissolution of the Centre, the Central Government shall be entitle to take over all the assets and liabilities of the Centre and utilize these for such purpose, as in its sole judgment may deem appropriate.  No other person including but not limited to members, members, employees or office bearers of NCCD shall have nay right, title or interest therein.
