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NHB DURING THE YEAR 2011-12

The year 2011-12 has been wvery significant for the Mational Horticuliure
Board [MHE) as the wyear offered both the opportunity as well as the
challenges of consclidating Board's strategy for the new rale i has
assumed for horticuliure development in the Country during the 117 plan
pericd with effect from 17 May 2010, As the issue of overlap of its
schemes with the two flagship schemes of MHM and HMMNEHA remains
no  longer wvalid, the Board 2 now set to play a significant role in
promoting  private sector invesiment in hi-tech commercial horticulture
projects and alsc in bridging knowledge and technology gaps which shall
result imbc promotion of public and private sector investments in key
infrasirucivres required for heiculture development.

Accordingly, during the yvear 2011-12, the Boarg has implemented the new scheme components namely,
Mother Plant Murseries. Accreditation and Rating of Horiculture Murseres, Horticulture Farks and

Mational Centre for Cold Chain Develogpment and thereby, has assumed the role of pravigding support of
latest technical know-how and hi-tech core infrastructure to the two mission mode schemes

of Horticulture Mission for ME & Hilly Areas iHM-NE & HA} and Mational Horticulture Mission (MNHRM ).

Curing the year the Board has leveraged the grant-in-zid being provided under its scheme component
of Hordiculture Park [ Common Facility Centers and introduced the first hefticutture train in the country
which is a multi modal, long distance transport solution for fresh horticuliure produce. In addition, during
the period the Board has promoted setting up of more than 100 cold storages with prescribed technology
which in-turm will pave the way for growth of energy-efficient cold chain infrastructure proviging
prescribed storage conditions with due concern for safety of men and material and environmental issues.

Curing the vear the Board has continued with its series of Horticuliure Fairs named as "Horti-Zangam”
which was introduced during the 11" Flan Penod with muliple objectives of capacity building among
producer farmers to have enhanced productivity with higher percentage of guality fruits, adopt protoccls
for post-harvest management of fresh horiculture produce, its packaging and transport and direct
market access in non-raditional consumgtion centers for the purpose of product gromaotion and market
development.

Though, after restructuring its schemes. the Board has not been able to take up projects of area
development in hodiculture zector which are promoted by small 2nd marginal farmers, it has continued
to serve them when they come as joint promoters of projecis and also by benefiting them through its
scheme of Technology Development & Transfer and Comman Facility Centre.

The schemes of the Board have helped in creating success stories in commercial heficulture andg
sefting up of horliculture production hubs. It has attracted private investment and grimary sector lending
in respect of production and posi-harvest management of fruits & vegetables and hi-tech Floriculture
having export potential and good demand in comestic market too. In addition to implementation of its
own schemes, the Board has not only provided administrative support to the Mizsion Directorate of
MHM, TMME and MBM, but also extended assistance in implementation of some of the scheme
components of the bwo Mission viz. MHM and TMMNE. renamed as HMMNMEHA.




It is noteworthy that the Board has assisted projects of commercial horticulture over about 51.000
hectares since inception of this scheme in the year 1989-2000. During the year 2011-12, it has assisted
2,708 projects covering about 10.271 acres area of commercial horticulture and released subsidy to the
tune of Rs. 5,154.532 lakhs. In addition, the Board has released financial assistance of Rs. 4,931.72 lakhs
for projects relating to Cold storages and Specialized Storages, Rs. 966.52 lakh for Technology
Development & Transfer, Rs. §18.60 lakh for Market Information Schemes, Rs. 1.278.33 lakh for
Herticulture Promotion Service and Rs. 790.59 lakh for strengthening/capabilities of NHB.

The stated achievements of the Board in the field of Horticulture Development would not have been
possible without the able guidance of the Board of Directors of NHB and the Managing Committee, for
which | am grateful to Shri Sharad Chandra Ji Pawar, Hon'ble Union Minister for Agnculture & President
of the Board.
