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PREFACE 
Horticulture represents health. The production, availability, access and consumption are 
determinants of good health of any nation and community. It is a great sense of accomplishment 
that Horticulture production of India has reached 313.85 million MT continuously outpacing 
Food grain production. The current production of Fruits (98.58 Million MT and Vegetables 
(185.88million MT) not only meets the ICMR EAC 2008 recommended dietary allowance for 
the country with respect to fruits and vegetables (400 gm / person/day) but also the current 
production is near achievement of projected demand of fruits and vegetables by ICAR in its 
vision 2030 (110 Million MT of Fruits and 180 Million MT of Vegetables) much in advance. This 
demonstrates willingness and risk taking entrepreneurship of Indian farmer to accomplish 
task of production to meet food and nutritional security of the Nation. Over a period, it is 
heartening to note that Horticulture sectors’ contribution to overall Agriculture sector is growing 
very sharply.

Since its inception in 1984, NHB has contributed immensely to horticulture sector with its 
humble journey starting with Market Information Service and technology awareness schemes 
of 1987-1990, followed by launching of Soft loan scheme and introduction of credit linked 
back end subsidy scheme for commercial production, post-harvest management, processing 
and Cold storages since 2000. From 2014-15, NHB has been brought under Mission for 
Integrated development of Horticulture (MIDH) to accelerate planned development of 
commercial horticulture with new operational guidelines of NHB. In addition NHB has been 
promoting Technology development and transfer in partnership with ICAR Institutions and 
State Agriculture Universities.

The year 2018-19 is a transformative year in the history of NHB scheme implementation in 
a number of ways- in Annual Scheme design, Scheme awareness, Scheme implementation 
etc towards reliability, transparency and entrepreneur friendliness. Initiatives taken to improve 
the Scheme Annual design includes (i)  To keep NHB schemes are will remain open 365 
days instead of just one month during 2016-17 and 2017-18. This has made NHB schemes 
more reliable and credible, immensely benefiting farmers and entrepreneurs. (ii) To keep NHB 
schemes open to all States and UTs unlike 2017-18 where in the applications for IPA / Schemes 
were barred from Gujarat, Maharashtra and Madhya Pradesh. (iii) To keep all scheme / sub- 
components open to all States and UTs throughout the financial year. (iv) Budgetary allocation 
is made to all States and UTs following transparent criterion, for the first time in the history of 
NHB. (v) To define the term family to prevent duplicity and concentration of benefits in availing 
benefits by the same entrepreneur / unit repeatedly.

One of the major areas of concern in NHB scheme implementation is geographical and social 
inequity. Based on the 14 years of data analysis of Sabka Saath Sabka Vikas of Scheme 
No.1 and 9 years of data analysis of Sabka Saath Sabka Vikas of Scheme No.2, it reveals 
that 80% of NHB funds / subsidy has gone to 9 States viz.,Maharashtra, UP, Karnataka, 
Gujarat, Tamilnadu, Haryana, Punjab, Madhya Pradesh,  and Rajasthan. Only the remaining 
20% funds are shared by the remaining 28 States and UTs. Several UTs have not benefitted 
at all. Similarly 79% of the Projects are from General Community while the remaining social 
eroups viz., SC, ST, OBC and Minorities constitute the remaining per centage. The women 
constitute just 13% of the beneficiaries. One more glaring fact is its poor reach out among 
practicing farmers. So as to address these challenges and to make NHB schemes inclusive 
under Sabka Saath Sabka Vikas Sabka Vishwas, NHB has taken up a number of measures. 
To illustrate (i) launched a massive awareness campaign in Print Media in a number of 
scheduled languages in Dec’ 2018 to reach out to all the States and UTs and all sections of 
the people.(ii) Building collaboration with ICAR Horticulture Institutions and State Agriculture 
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/ Horticulture Universities to generate demand from 26 less and least benefitted States and 
UTs with single window services — DPR Preparation, Technology, Quality Planting Material 
etc, (iii) Building collaboration with Banks and FIs for enhanced credit access, (iv) Created 
State/UT wise Social media/Whats app groups with the membership of NHB officials, State 
Horticulture Dept., ICAR/SAU/SHU/CAU Experts, SLBC, All Bank Heads, LDMs, NABARD, 
SFAC, APEDA, NCDC, MoFPI, DMI, Industry Associations etc. for convergence and team 
work. Many more initiatives are planned subsequently.

One of the systemic weakness of NHB Schemes implementation has been no hand holding of 
farmers/ entrepreneurs and poor due diligence at the beginning stage of processing resulting 
in largescale rejections at different stages negating the mandate of NHB. To address these 
two challenges. NHB has taken up a number of initiatives both for hand holding of farmer/ 
entrepreneur and for improved due diligence at the state of LOI/IPA issuance.

Initiatives taken up for handholding of entrepreneur/ farmers are (i) Holding entrepreneurship 
meetings on every Tuesday in all States and UTs to educate about NHB schemes and 
processes, (ii) Formulating suggestive Crop / Project specific Model DPR Templates for the 
guidance of farmers and entrepreneurs who are otherwise totally dependent, rather exploited 
by the Consultants. (iii) Agenda and Checklist of project is shared with the applicant on or 
before PPAC so that applicant is aware of his / her own omissions/ deficiencies. (iv) Formulated 
(a) Dos’ and Don’ts and (b) Checklists to benefit farmers. bankers and NHB officials for the 
first time in the history of NHB. (v) Criterion / Milestones to define project completion has 
been clearly laid out. (vi) Initiative is taken for Entrepreneurship Development Programme with 
emphasis on states and UTs that benefitted less and the least trom NHB schemes to generate 
demand.

Further during 2019-20, the initiatives are expanded to Building collaboration with the Premier 
horticulture training institutions of the country. It is being ensured that the applicants get the 
best training on their project activity and scheme norms and standards are understood, so 
that the project and scheme implementation becomes easier for them and thus securing the 
subsidy. The object is zero rejection of subsidy cases.

Simultaneously a number of measures are taken to improve due diligence in NHB with an 
avowed goal of zero rejection rate and include giving one month time for correcting deficiencies 
and modification of documents submitted during 2018-19. Based on 2018-19 experience, 
the system was further improved during 2019-20 by introducing Pre-IPA system based on 
applicant, project and land details without Bank requirements saving the cost and time and to 
enable Banks/Fis for enhanced credit access. Upon application, the applicants are invited for 
discussion to PPAC meeting where in the completeness of application is discussed and any 
omissions and deficiencies are informed to applicant to complete in 2 opportunities. Applicant 
participation can be either at NHB Hq or State/UT Hq and is voluntary. Agenda and Checklist 
of project is shared with the applicant on or before PPAC so that applicant is aware of his 
/ her own omissions/ deficiencies. Criterion / Milestones to define project completion has 
been clearly laid out. Appraisal by Internal Committee and Project Approval Committee has 
been streamlined with the introduction of Checklist, prepared based on DAC&FW approved 
NHB scheme guidelines. Involvement of NHB State / UT officials in Agenda and Checklist 
preparation has been a great empowering exercise internally. Improved Pre-IPA and IPA 
format for transparency and empowerment are truly empowering to all- Entrepreneur, Banker 
and NBH.

NHB has taken up a number of E-Governance initiatives viz.,Processing of Applications- 
Agenda of Project along with Checklist is made online from the State/ UT NHB offices till 
Hq including the minutes bringing transparency and accountability, Introduced separate e- 
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account system for each of the farmer/ applicant/ entrepreneur accessible to him /her to know 
updated status etc. In addition, all preparatory work for e-office and Video conference system, 
have been taken by coordinating with DAC&FW and NIC.

In addition, so as to resolve grievances, NHB has constituted a Grievance Redressal Committee 
and siarted functioning by inviting the applicants.

Another most important initiative undertaken by NHB is preparing a new scheme — Cluster 
scheme by name — Horticulture Business cluster and Supply Chain Management Program 
duly considering the high appreciation and in principle approval of Nov. 2018 Managing 
Committee meeting. NHB has organized stakeholders meeting and finally submitted the draft 
scheme to DAC&FW vide its letter No.NHB/Clusters/VCD/2018-19/1 Dated 12" June 2019. 
Here NHB has defined what is Cluster sprout and cluster and phases involved. This will bring 
an entirely new direction to NHB Schemes which are hither to entrepreneur driven while NHB 
to remain passive. Here it is pertinent to recollect that India’s’ accomplishment of continuously 
re(aining its position as the second largest producer of Fruits and Vegetables globally. In the 
midst of all this accomplishment so as to make production sustainable, it is very apt that we 
raise questions like -Whether increase in production increased farm net income/ profits of 
growers? Whether prices are affordable to consumer? How safe are the fruits and vegetables 
produced? How much produce is being processed for value addition? Are we harnessing global 
market in the area of strengths?. Upon brainstorming these issues with diverse stakeholders 
it is increasingly realised that all these questions can better be addressed through Cluster 
approach. The proposed scheme is based on Global Success storied documented by FAO 
(Agro-based clusters in developing countries: staying competitive in a globalized economy 
(2010), Sahyadri Farms of Nashik and NDDB Dairy Companies.

In terms of physical progress, during the year 2018-19, subsidy has been released towards 
establishment of 1085 numbers of commercial horticulture projects in an area of 3095.96 
hectare (open field condition and protected condition), creation 3,47,267 MT capacity of cold 
storage with 61 units, 22 nos. of pack house/grading packing line/pre-cooling units/cold rooms/
ripening chamber units/refer vans projects, 22 nos. of mushrooms units and plant & machinery 
projects and 86 primary processing units 240 nos. of fruits & vegetables nurseries were 
also accredited during the year. Financially the expenditure was Rs. 282.21 Crores against 
the expenditure of Rs. 362.60 Crores during 2017-18 (Including Rs 102.68 crors of project 
Considerd and approved during 2016-17 work released in 2017-18 because of shortage of 
funds during 2016-17).

At the end, the stated achievements of the Board in the field of Horticulture Development 
would not have been possible without the able guidance of the Board of Directors of NHB 
and the Managing Committee, for which I am grateful to Shri Radha Mohan Singh, the then 
Hon'ble Union Minister for Agriculture and Farmers Welfare & President of the Board: Shri 
Parshottam Rupala, Hon’ble Minister of State for Agriculture and Vice President of the Board 
and all the Members of Board of Directors of NHB. I am especially thankful to both Shri S.K. 
Pattanayak, Secretary (DAC&FW) & Chairman of Managing Committee ( for the period April-
September 2018) and Shri.Sanjay Agarwal Secretary (DAC&FW) & Chairman of Managing 
Committee (for he period October 2018- March 2019) & all the Members of the Managing 
Committee for their regular guidance and support. I further thank Shri Dinesh Kumar IAS JS 
MIDH for providing leadership to MIDH during the period. I also place on record the excellent 
support rendered by the team of officers and staff of NHB in achieving the goals.

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1.	 THE OGANIZATION 
National Horticulture Board (NHB) was  set up by Government of India in April 
1984 on the basis of recommendations of the “Group on Perishable Agricultural 
Commodities”, headed by Dr M.S. Swaminathan, the then Member (Agriculture), 
Planning Commission, Government of India. The NHB is registered as a Society under 
the Societies Registration Act 1860, with its headquarters at Gurugram.

1.1 	 Vision
●	 Recognizing the fact that the Commercial Horticulture provides not only food 

and nutritional security but also paves the way for crop diversification for better 
economic gain and risk mitigation for the farmers: the need for promoting this 
sector by concerted efforts for private investment through commercial horticulture 
projects has been visualized.

Initiatives undertaken to make NHB Schemes transparent, rule based, 
reliable and entrepreneur friendly:

Initiatives of NHB during the last one year: Since April 2018:
