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PREFACE

It is a matter of pride to place it on record that during 2021-22 horticulture sector in the
country has recorded a production of 331.05 MT which is highest ever in the history of Indian
Horticulture. India retains its position as the 2nd largest producer of Fruits and Vegetables
globally. This demonstrates willingness and risk taking entrepreneurship of Indian farmers
to accomplish the task of production of perishable horticulture produce and contribute
towards food and nutritional security of the Nation.

NHB has played a multidimensional role in achieving this milestone by providing support to
the farmers and entrepreneur for improved quality production, post harvest management
and value addition through its broad based entrepreneur driven innovative schemes. Since
its inception in 1984, NHB has contributed immensely to horticulture sector with its initial
journey of development hi-tech commercial horticulture and cold chain infrastructure by
launching of soft loan schemes during 1993 and introduction of credit linked back end
subsidy schemes in the year 2000. Since 2014-15 onwards, NHB has been brought under
Mission for Integrated Development of Horticulture (MIDH) to accelerate planned
development of commercial horticulture and post harvest management infrastructure in the
country.

Some of the highlights of the horticulture development with financial assistance from NHB
during the year include establishment of 274 numbers of commercial horticulture projects in
an area of 679.48 hectare, 33 post-harvest management and hi-tech commercial units and
establishment of 34 cold storage units with a storage capacity of 2.88 lac metric tonnes.

In order to address the challenges and enhance the global competitiveness of the Indian
horticulture sector, the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare, Government of India,
has launched the Horticulture Cluster Development Programme (CDP). It is a Central
Sector programme, to be implemented by the National Horticulture Board. The programme
will aim to enable holistic growth and development of identified horticulture clusters to make
them globally competitive and entrench them into national and global value chains.

In order to ensure availability of quality planting material in the country, during the year under
report, NHB has completed the process of establishment of National Nursery Portal. This
portal will facilitate nursery owners to showcase their capabilities to supply quality planting
material to the horticulture growers and to help the buyers in procuring the quality planting
material of different crops of their choice in nearby localities and across the States. This
platform will provide real time visibility of stock inventory including demand and supply of
planting material as well as projected demand.

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INTRODUCTION

National Horticulture Board (NHB) was set up by Government of India in April 1984
as an Autonomous organization under the administrative control of Ministry of
Agriculture and Farmers Welfare and registered as a society under Societies
Registration Act with its headquarters at Gurugram. Presently, NHB has 29 field
offices located all over the country. The broad aims and objectives of the Board are
to develop production clusters/hubs for integrated hi-tech commercial horticulture,
development of Post-harvest and cold chain infrastructure, ensuring availability of
quality planting material and to promote adoption of new technologies/tools/
techniques for Hi-tech commercial horticulture etc.

1.1 Vision

»  Recognizing the fact that the Commercial Horticulture provides not only food
and nutritional security but also paves the way for crop diversification for better
economic gain and risk mitigation for the farmers: the need for promoting this
sector by concerted efforts for private investment through commercial
horticulture projects has been visualized.

»  This sector includes area expansion under commercial horticulture projects in
the Country; creation of post harvest management related infrastructure
combined with public and private sector initiatives of technology development
and transfer, product promotion, marketing & export.

»  With this vision, National Horticulture Board is striving to accelerate the process
of the development of commercial horticulture in potential clusters by
organizing the producer farmers for better utilization of resources, transfer of
technology and gaining benefit of scaling up.

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5.4 MarketInformation Service Scheme for Horticulture Crops

This scheme deals with work of computerization, development of technology
package, data feeding, information dissemination through publicity, printed literature
local advertisements etc. Scheme provides for engagement of outsourced staff such
as Senior Programmer, Programmer, Data Entry Operators and Horticulture
Assistants as per need at approved rates under TSG component of MIDH. An
amount of Rs. 779.99 lakh has been incurred under the scheme including Mission
Management & Administrative Expenses for NHB Centers.

5.5 Horticulture Promotion Services/Expert Services and Strengthening
Capability of NHB

Under this component, specialized studies and surveys are carried and study/
survey reports are published for use by targeted beneficiaries. In addition, technical
laboratories may be set up or cause to be set up and provide technical services
including advisory and consultancy services.

This component is executed by NHB with its own man-power and also with services
of outsourced experts and under this scheme, 100% financial assistance is provided
through Nodal Organizations viz. NHB itself, State Governments/UTs and
Organizations under it, Central Government Organizations/Agencies and other
Organizations such as Quality Council of India/ NHRDF, etc.

. Horticulture Cluster Development Programme

To address the challenges and enhance the global competitiveness of the Indian
horticulture sector, the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare, Government of
India, launched the Central Sector Programme namely, Cluster Development
Programme (CDP) on 31st May 2021to be implemented by the National Horticulture
Board (NHB).

CDP aims to enable holistic growth and development of identified horticulture
clusters to make them globally competitive and entrench them into national and
global value chains. Grant Thornton Bharat LLP has been appointed as Programme
Management Unit (PMU)by the NHB to drive the programme and support in its
implementation.

This programme is designed to leverage the geographical specialization of
horticulture clusters and promote integrated and market-led development of pre-
production, production, post-harvest, logistics, branding and marketing activities.
Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare identified fifty-five (55) horticulture
clusters and assumed that after successful implementation of the programme in all
the clusters, the overall impact is envisaged to benefit around 1 million farmers
leveraging a total estimated investment of INR 10000 Cr and an increase in exports
of the targeted crops by 20%.
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Based on field visits and extensive feedback received from various stakeholders of
the value chain, Operational Guideline for Horticulture Cluster Development
Programme has been prepared and finalized. Further, it has been decided to
implement the Pilot Phase of programme initially with shortlisted 12 clusters and the
programme will be scaled up to cover all the 55 clusters based on the learnings from
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the pilot phase.

Hon’ble Union Minister of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Shri Narendra Singh
Tomar Ji launched the Operational Guideline for Horticulture Cluster Development
Programme virtually on 29th October, 2021.

As per the implementation framework stipulated in guideline, Cluster Development
Agency (CDA) has been appointed for each identified cluster for undertaking the
detailed analysis on gaps and determining the scope for innovative interventions in
the clusters. Based on the Cluster Gap Assessment Reports (CGARs) submitted by
CDAs, Request for Proposals (RFPs) for the selection of Implementing Agencies for
Implementation of Different Verticals under CDP were published in eight (08)
clusters as on 31.03.2022. RFPs pertaining to remaining four (04) clusters are in
process and shall be published soon.

National Nursery Portal

Inadequate availability of quality planting material is one of the primary reason for low
productivity of various horticultural crops in India. The common challenges are about
sudden drying of grafts even after 2 to 3 years, long gestation period, and non-
flowering of the trees even after 6-7 years, poor fruit setting, low productivity and poor
quality of fruits.

Concerned with the above issue, the Government of India is providing financial
assistance through its various schemes for establishment of nurseries, their
accreditation and rating with an aim to establish a network of quality nurseries across
the country for the purpose of propagation, multiplication and distribution of quality
planting material of horticulture crops in India.

A large number of nurseries for horticultural crops have been established both in
public and private sector and several of them have been accredited by various
agencies, however, information related to the location of nurseries, their rating and
availability of planting material with them during any given period for various crops
and their varieties, is scattered and not available at one place. As a result, there is
little access of information for farmers/growers and other stake holders in this field.

Proposal to set up National Nursery Portal

In order to overcome the above problem, the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers

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Welfare through National Horticulture Board decided to setup an ‘Online Digital
Platform’ for Nurseries in India, enabling easy access to information on availability of
quality planting material in the nearby localities for farmers/growers and other stake
holders. Accordingly, NHB awarded the task to a professional agency to designing
and managing the National Nursery Web Portal.

Through this portal, the nursery owners showcase their profiles and post sell offers
and buyers of planting material can post enquiries and view matching sell offers. The
Key features of the National Nursery Portal includes:-

After registration, the Nurseries will be able to update their profiles online including
availability of Planting Material stock.

The Nurseries will also been linked with rating system and/or with State
Governments. This will allow the buyers to make informed decision about the quality
of the produce procured by them from the Nursery.

The Nurseries will be able to post sell offers to Buyers registered in the Portal
The Buyers will be able to post enquiries in the Portal.

The virtual aggregation feature at the portal will match the Buyer’s enquiries with
Nursery’s sell offers automatically. Nurseries and Buyers will be able to exchange
messages using the portal.

It will be also a platform of communication contract between Nurseries and Buyers
and also for knowledge dissemination

Apart from this, Mobile Apps
of National Nursery Portal for Registered Buyers and Nurseries both in “Anroid” and
“loS” platforms are also in the process of coding.

The newly developed NHB’s National Nursery Portal platform helps buyers to easily
access Nurseries as well as be aware of the availability, price expectation, etc., of the
quality planting material. Similarly Nurseries will also getting exposed to the market
demands. With the direct connect of buyers to Nurseries, it is expected that the latter
shall get better remuneration for their quality planting material as well as get timely
advisories for better yield and quality compliance.

were rejected by the Income Tax Authorities . The Board has filed writ petitions
in the High Court of Punjab & Haryana at Chandigarh against the
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decision of Income Tax Authorities. The decision in the matter is awaited from
the Hon'ble High Court. The Board is registered with Income Tax Authorities u/s
12 AA of the Income Tax Act, 1961.The NHB is filing its Income Tax Returns
(ITRs) of Nil income with the Income Tax Department timely every year along
with audit report required by the charitable institutions for the compliance of
conditions u/s 10 (23C) (1V) of the Income Tax act, 1961.The TDS amounting to
Rs. 85,91,928/- is deducted by the Indian Overseas Bank, NHB Branch,
Gurugram on Interest on fixed deposits/ rent of NHB during the financial year
2021-22 (relevant to Asstt. Year 2022-23) which is claimable as refund at the
time of filing of Income Tax Return with the Income Tax Authorities. The NHB
has received refund from Income Tax Authorities for Asstt. years 2016-17,
2017-18, 2018-19, 2019-2020 & 2020-2021 on account of TDS deducted on
interest earned on FDRs and rent receipts during the year by treated income as
NIL by the IT Department.

b) The Board has made an application in Form No. 10 Afor renewal of registration
u/s 12AA of the Income Tax Act, 1961 on 31st December 2021. The Principal
Commissioner of Income Tax / Commissioner of Income Tax has ordered the
registration of the Board on 07.01.2022 for 5 (five) years from Asstt.

Further, the Govt. of India has informed vide letter dt
18th March, 2020 that the Directorate of Wheat Development (DWD), Ghaziabad is
going to shift their office to the building erstwhile NOVOD Board situated at Sector —
18, Gurugram and requested to continue the present arrangement for security of the
Building. An amount of Rs 1,48,443/- is paid on behalf of DWD and the same is
recoverable as on 31st March 2022 and shown in the books of account.
