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PREFACE

It is a matter of pride to place it on record that during 2023-24 horticulture sector in the
country has recorded a production of 355.48 MT, which is highest ever in the history of Indian
Horticulture. India retains its position as the 2nd largest producer of Fruits and Vegetables
globally. This demonstrates willingness and entrepreneurship of Indian farmers toaccomplish
the task of production of perishable horticulture produce and contribute towards food and
nutritional security of the Nation.

NHB has played an important role in achieving this milestone by providing support to the
farmers and entrepreneurs for improved quality production, post-harvest management and
value addition through its broad based entrepreneur driven innovative schemes. Since its
inception in 1984, NHB has contributed immensely to Commercial Horticulture sector with its
initial journey of development hi-tech commercial horticulture and cold chain infrastructure
by launching of soft loan schemes during 1993 and introduction of credit linked back
end subsidy schemes in the year 2000. Since 2014-15 onwards, NHB has been brought
under Mission for Integrated Development of Horticulture (MIDH) to accelerate planned
development of commercial horticulture and post-harvest management infrastructure in the
country.

Some of the highlights of the horticulture development with financial assistance from NHB
during the year include establishment of 398 numbers of commercial horticulture projects in
an area of 652.16 hectare, 14 post-harvest management and hi-tech commercial units and
establishment of 75 cold storage units with a storage capacity of 4.84 lac metric tonnes.

In order to address the challenges and enhance the global competitiveness of the Indian
horticulture sector, the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare, Government of India,
has launched the Horticulture Cluster Development Programme (CDP). It is a Central
Sector Programme, which is being implemented by the National Horticulture Board. The
Programme aims to enable holistic growth and development of identified horticulture clusters
to make them globally competitive and entrench them into national and global value chains.

Further, Union Cabinet has approved a Clean Plant Programme (CPP) is to be implemented
by the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers with an aim to ensure access to disease free
quality horticulture planting material to the farmers. NHB has been designated as the Nodal
Agency for implementation of this Programme. NHB has initiated the process to design
guidelines, SoPs, Operational manual of the Programme, etc for Plan Implementation.

Based on field visits and

extensive feedback received from various stakeholders of the value chain, Operational
Guideline for Horticulture Cluster Development Programme has been prepared and
finalized. Further, it has been decided to implement the Pilot Phase of programme

initi

ally with shortlisted 12 clusters and the programme will be scaled up to cover all the

55 clusters based on the learnings from the pilot phase.

The main objectives of the programme are as follows:

Address concerns of the horticulture value chain, from pre-production, production,
post-harvest management and value addition to logistics, marketing, and branding,
in an integrated manner to accelerate competitiveness in the domestic and export
markets.

Reduce harvest and post-harvest losses by developing/expanding/upgrading
infrastructure for post-harvest handling of produce, value addition and market
linkages.

Facilitate the introduction of innovative technologies and practices to enhance the
global competitiveness of focus cluster crops.

Facilitate the dovetailing of resources, including the convergence of various
government schemes, to entrench stakeholders in the global value chains.

Build stakeholder capacity and enhance farmers’ income through cluster-specific
interventions, including brand promotion.

The clusters ofthe pilot phase include Shopian (Jammu & Kashmir) and Kinnaur (Himachal
Pradesh) for Apple, Lucknow (Uttar Pradesh), Kutch (Gujarat) and Mahbubnagar
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(Telangana) for Mango, Ananthapur (Andhra Pradesh) and Theni (Tamil Nadu) for
Banana, Nashik (Maharashtra) for Grapes, Sepahijala (Tripura) for Pineapple, Solapur
(Maharashtra) and Chitradurga (Karnataka) for Pomegranate and West Jaintia Hills
(Meghalaya) for Turmeric. Clusters namely, Lucknow & Kutch for Mango and Sepahijala
for Pineapple have been replaced with Pollachi (Tamil Nadu) and Alleppey (Kerela) for
Coconut and East Medinipur for Floriculture clusters.

As per the implementation framework stipulated in guideline, Cluster Development
Agency (CDA) has been appointed for each identified cluster for undertaking the detailed
analysis on gaps and determining the scope for innovative interventions in the clusters.
Based on the Cluster Gap

Assessment Reports (CGARs) submitted by all CDAs, Request for Proposals (RFPs)
were floated/ published by the CDA for selection of Implementing Agencies (IAs) for
implementation of different verticals under CDP and one to one meeting with potential
IAs were conducted.

In response to the Request for Proposals (RFPs) was published for the selection of
Implementing Agencies in all the Clusters, Implementing Agencies have been finalized
for the implementation of projects in five (5) Clusters i.e., M/s Prasad Seeds Private
Limited for Mahabubnagar (Mango), M/s FIL Industries Private Limited for Shopian
(Apple), M/s Sahyadri Farms Post Harvest Care Limited for Nashik (Grape), M/s
Meghalaya Basin Management Agency for West Jaintia Hills (Turmeric) and M/s
Associated Industrial Corporation for Chitradurga (Pomegranate). Remaining seven (7)
clusters are in progress.

A total investment of approximately Rs. 700 Crore has been approved for these 5
projects, which includes private contribution of approximately Rs.440 Cr and financial
assistance of approximately Rs. 260 Crore for theirimplementation. Till date, expenditure
of approximately INR 40 Crore has also been incurred by the Implementing Agencies
in clusters.
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As the implementation has already been commenced in 5 clusters, CDP-SURAKSHA

(Cluster Development Programme - System for Unified Resource Allocation Knowledge J
and Secure Horticulture Assistance) Portal is being developed by M/s Grant Thornton

being PMU to monitor, documentation, management, and fund disbursement processes

within the Horticulture Cluster Development Programme. Portal shall facilitate streamlined
collaboration, enhanced operations, and informed decision-making among stakeholders.
Additionally, the integration of GIS and geo-tagging capabilities shall provide acomprehensive
understanding of the horticulture clusters, aiding in identifying growth areas and assessing

resource utilization.

Il. INDIA COLD CHAIN CONCLAVE (5TH APRIL KULLU, HIMACHAL)

To address the importance and requirements of holistic cold chain system in Himachal,
NCCD alongwith ISHRAE organised one-day conclave in Kullu, Himachal Pradesh. This
one-day event witnessed sector experts, govt. bodies, farmers, etc. sharing thoughts in
common platform. With the primary objective to support the development of a strong and
effective cold chain infrastructure in the region-involving establishment of cold storage
facilities, well-connected transportation networks, and other essential components of the
cold chain supply system, the one-day event was organized in Smile Resort in Kullu-
Himachal Pradesh.

This session featuring Dr. Vijay Kumar Doharey, DMD-NHB and Mr. Asheesh Fotedar,
COO-NCCD shared their views on various Govt. initiatives in the development and
strengthening of cold chain infrastructure in the country. This session also addressed the
various queries raised by farmers regarding the availing the subsidies while setting up cold
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stores. Sh. Sanjay Gupta, DDH Mandi emphasized the efforts of the Himachal Pradesh
Government, specifically mentioning the HPHDP and HP Shiva initiatives. He discussed
the plan to plant 50 lakh plantations of seven identified crops across 4000 acres over five
years as part of HP Shiva, aimed at boosting productivity in Himachal Pradesh.

Dr. Vijay Kumar Doharey (Dy. Managing Director NHB) discussed about the major NHB
Initiative Cluster Development Program. He shared a very informative presentation on the
project led by NHB which was highly appreciated.

lll. Developing a multi-commodity Kutch cluster under the CDP.

On 18/07/2024, a meeting under the Chairmanship of the MD, GAIC, Gandhinagar, was
held to explore the possibility of developing a multi-commodity Kutch cluster under the
CDP. Designated officials and representatives from CDA, NHB, the PMU team, FPOs,
Gujarat State Cooperative Marketing Federation Ltd (Guj Co Masol), private players, etc.,
also actively participated in the meeting.

The NHB team also interacted with different stakeholders and discussed the challenges
and opportunities of both the Kutch and Mahua clusters.

The PMU team presented an overview of the program along with the current scenario
of Kutch Mango and other potential commodities such as dates and pomegranates.
Additionally, there was a discussion about the Mahua White Onion cluster.

Detailed deliberations were held, and it was observed from the inputs and suggestions
received from stakeholders that Kutch should be considered a multi-commodity cluster.
Additionally, Mahua is a potential cluster that may be visited, and a meeting with farmers
may be held for finalizing the clusters.

After the meeting, the NHB and PMU teams visited the facility (sorting, grading line, cold
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storage, and ripening chambers) for multi-commodity use created by GAIC in Naroda. This
facility has been leased out to Prime Fresh Limited.

Conclusion: The Kutch cluster may be considered a multi-commodity cluster for mangoes,
dates, and pomegranates. A visit to the Mahua cluster needs to be undertaken, which may
be conducted in the last week of July.

IV. Mahbubnagar Mango Cluster

On 5th Sept, a review meeting was held under the Chairpersonship of Smt. SK Yasmeen
Basha, IAS, Director of Horticulture & Sericulture, Govt. of Telangana in O/o TSHDCL,
Hyderabad.

Concerned officials/ representatives from CDA, NHB (from State), |IA, PMU, APEDA,
NABCONS, District Hort Officers and Farmers were participated physically. !

PMU has commenced the meeting with an overview, objective & overall status of the
Programme and procedures followed till the selection of IA. Further, the presentation given
by the IA on progress made in the cluster.

Further, detailed deliberations were held on the farm level interventions. Concerns raised
by the farmers were addressed during the meeting. IA has been advised to conduct
Awareness Programmes at block level so that the farmers/ beneficiaries would know about
the Programme and benefits. Also, IA has been advised to do —

Identification and registration of farmers, Capacity building, INM & IPM with fruit care related
activities.

V. Building Clean Plant Programme (CPP) of India
1. Background and need for CPP

The presence of viruses and virus-like pathogens in fruit plants has dire consequences,
impacting not only the yield but also the quality, taste, appearance, and nutritional value of
produce. These detrimental effects translate into significant economic losses for growers
and contribute to price volatility in the market, as well as dissatisfaction among consumers
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due to subpar fruit quality.

India’s current planting material production system for fruit crops relies mainly on the
Indian Council of Agricultural Research (ICAR)’s crop-specific institutes/National Research
Centers (NRCs) and State Agricultural Universities (SAUs). These institutions are engaged
in R&D for varietal development, testing, and supplying mother material to nurseries.
However, despite these R&D efforts, there is a notable lag in ensuring disease and virus-
free commercial-scale production and supply. The challenges include a lack of clean mother
blocks and nursery accountability, insufficient testing facilities, absence of a legal framework
for certification and traceability, and lack of awareness among the farming community.

Clean Plant Programme is needed in India to meet critical demand of high-quality planting
material to prevent economic losses, mitigate yield losses, protect quality and market
competitiveness, facilitate expansion into new areas, and to also promote sustainable
cultivation practices. The primary mission of CPP is to produce, maintain, and distribute
pathogen-tested propagative material of identified crops.

2. Approach to CPP
The proposed Approach for the Clean Plant Programme in is as under :

- Government institutions will exercise control over Nucleus/Mother Plant Material
(G1) through the proposed Clean Plant Centres (CPCs) within the ICAR system.

- Large-scale nurseries will receive support for developing and establishing
appropriate infrastructure to multiply planting material from CPCs (G2 and G4).

- A national certification system will be introduced.

- Alegal framework for CPCs and the Central Certification System will be provisioned
under the existing Seed Act.

3. Outputs under the Clean Plant Programme
There are following three Outputs under the Clean Plant Programme:

4. Expected Outcomes from CPP :-

The propagation of virus-free planting material for commercially important fruit crops
will be regulated under a robust legal framework. This framework will ensure complete
certification and traceability of all planting materials, guaranteeing high standards of
quality and reliability.

Large and medium-sized nurseries will be developed to produce and distribute true-to-
type, virus-free planting materials to the farming community.

Within the first six years, a comprehensive framework for producing clean planting
material will be established. By the end of this period, it is anticipated that 30% of the
farmers’ planting material requirements will be met by the virus-free materials produced
through this system. Over the next ten years, the programme aims to fulfill 80-90%
of the planting material requirements for the identified commercially important crops.
Currently, the targeted area for identified fruit crops under this programme covers
approximately 4.5 million hectares. In the initial phase, the programme aims to target
30% of this area, benefiting around 1.5 million farming families. As the programme
reaches full implementation, it is projected that about 5 million farming families will
benefit from the improved planting material production system.
