Annual Report 2014-15

NHB DURING THE YEAR 2014-15

India’s horticulture production currently nearing 280
million tons a year has not only brought prosperity to
small and marginal farmers but also provided food and
nutritional security to the Nation. Ranked as the second
largest producer of Fruits & Vegetables in the world,
horticulture in India has today emerged as one of the most
important sectors for diversification in agriculture. NHB's
contribution in this direction has been multidimensional:
supporting the farmers and the entrepreneur to face
challenges of globalised markets with improved
production, post harvest management and value addition
through its broad based entrepreneur driven innovative
schemes since the year 1999-2000.

After the launch of Mission for Integrated Development of
Horticulture (MIDH) since April 2014, it become imperative for NHB to re-position itself and
assume a new role to accelerate planned development of Commercial Horticulture Sector.
To achieve this, schemes of NHB have been modified to generate synergy with other sub-
schemes of MIDH and fulfill the aim of development of horticulture sector by removal of
overlap. It may be noticed that while a number of existing scheme components continued to
be operational with necessary modifications, the Government has approved higher level of
subsidy of 40 % for open field cultivation and 50% for protected cultivation to maintain parity
with the schemes of NHM under MIDH.

The present compendium of NHB Schemes with revised and simplified procedures with
regard to Letter of Intent (LOI) and Release of Subsidy (Advance / final) have been designed
to serve the entrepreneur more effectively. Several attractive interventions such as Simplified
application form with minimal documents, voluntary LOI system, relaxation from mandatory
credit-linkage in certain cases, release of 100% estimated subsidy in advance, attractive
Cost Norms and Pattern of Assistance, reduced area restriction for open field cultivation etc
are some of the salient features of the new schemes. The ongoing schemes of Development
and Transfer of Technology, Horticulture promotion and Market Information System have
been made more focused.

The new operational guidelines of NHB are effective from 1st April 2014. Itis expected that the
these schemes will lead to increased productivity and improved post-harvest management
and marketing with emphasis on quality which in turn will encourage entrepreneurship in
every aspect of horticulture including exports.

During the period, the Board has promoted setting up of 69 cold storages with modern
technology which in turn will pave the way for growth of energy-efficient cold chain
infrastructure providing prescribed storage conditions with due concern for safety of men
and material and environmental issues.

During the year the Board has continued with its series of Horticulture Fairs named as
“Horti-Sangam” which was introduced during the 11th Plan Period with multiple objectives
of capacity building among producer farmers to have enhanced productivity with higher
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percentage of quality fruits, adopt protocols for post harvest management of fresh
horticulture produce, its packaging and transport and direct market access in nontraditional
consumption centers for the purpose of product promotion and market development.
Accordingly, Inter-State Horti Sangam was held during 3rd to 5th June 2014 at Horti-Sangam
2014 at CCOl, Rafi Marg, New Delhi and also held from 9th to 11th January 2015 at Lal Bagh,
Bangalore (Karnataka).

Though, after restructuring of its schemes, the Board has not been able to take up projects of
area development in horticulture sector which are promoted by small and marginal farmers,
it has continued to serve them when they come as joint promoters of projects and also by
benefiting them through its scheme of Technology Development & Transfer and Common
Facility Centre.

The schemes of the Board have helped in creating success stories in commercial horticulture
and setting up of horticulture production hubs. It has attracted private- investment and
primary sector lending in respect of production and post harvest management of fruits &
vegetables and hi-tech Floriculture having export potential and good demand in domestic
market too.

It is noteworthy that the Board has assisted projects of commercial horticulture over about
61404 hectares since inception of this scheme in the year 1999-2000. During the year 2014-
15, it has assisted 1053 projects of commercial horticulture and released subsidy to the tune
of Rs. 7958.95 lakh. In addition, the Board has released financial assistance of Rs. 10226.89
lakh for projects relating to Cold storages and Specialized Storages, Rs. 723.41 lakh for
Technology Development & Transfer, Rs. 766.40 lakh for Market Information Schemes and
Rs. 926.32 lakh for strengthening/capabilities of NHB.

The stated achievements of the Board in the field of Horticulture Development would not
have been possible without the able guidance of the Board of Directors of NHB and the
Managing Committee, for which | am grateful to Shri Radha Mohan Singh, Hon’ble Union

These financial statements are the responsibility
of the Board’s management. Qur responsibility is to express an opinion on these
linancial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller &
Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to
classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and
disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to
compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularily) and
efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection
Reports/ CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards gencrally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to vbtain
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are frec from material
misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, cvidences supporting the
amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the
gccounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as
evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit

provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.
4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our

knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments
Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by

A.1. The significant Accounting Policy No. 12 of National Horticulture Board the
Provision towards Gratuity Payable on Death/Retirement of employees is accounted
for on accrual basis and provision for accumulated leave encashment bencfit of
employees is accrued and computed on the assumption that employees are entitled to
receive the benefit as at each year end. AS — 15 of ICAI indicates that Employees
Benefits obligations are to be done on Actuarial Valuation Method. Thus, the
accounting of Employee Benefits of the Board is not in consonance with the
Accounting Standard 5.

A.2. The Board has not provided liability of Rs.8.48 crore of unutilized grants on
Current Liability.

B. Grants-in-Aid

Out of the total Grant of Rs.242.74 crore (in<cluding unspent balance of Rs.10.34 crore
of the previous year, grant received during the year 20.14-15 of Rs.230.05 crore and
Board’s Misc. receipts of Rs.2.35 crore), the Board could utilize a sum of Rs.229.42
crore and refunded Rs.4.84 crore to the Government leaving a balance of Rs.8.48

crore as unutilized as on 31.03.20135.

Future obligations for rentals under finance lease arrangements for plant and
machinery amount to Rs NIL (Previous year Rs. NIL).

5. TAXATION

National Horticulture Board (NHB) had been notified by Central Government under
Section 10(23C)(iv) of the Income Tax Act, 1961, up to the assessment year 2008-09.
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The NHB filed application with the Income Tax Authorities for renewal of exemption
u/s 10(23C) (iv) of the Income Tax Act 1961 for Assessment Year 2009-10 to 2010-11,
but the same has been rejected by the Chief Commissioner of Income Tax(CCIT). The
Board has filed writ petition in the High Court of Punjab & Haryana at Chandigarh
against the orders of the CCIT. The decision in the matter is awaited from the Hon'ble
High Court.

The NHB had also filed application with the CCIT, Panchkula, Haryana on 16.04.2010
to grant exemption to NHB under section 10(23C) (iv) of the Income Tax Act, 1961
for assessment year 2011-12 to 2013-14. The CCIT rejected the above said application
of NHB vide order dated 26.04.2011. The NHB has filed writ petition in the Hon’ble
High Court of Punjab and Haryana at Chandigarh against the above said orders dated
26.04.2011 issued by the CCIT. The Hon’ble Court have directed the CCIT to re decide
the application of petitioner in the view of the documents placed before it. No decision
in the matter has been received from CCIT till date.

The NHB had also filed application with the CCIT, Panchkula, Haryana on 31.03.2014
to grant exemption to NHB under section 10(23C) (iv) of the Income Tax Act, 1961
for assessment year 2014-15 and onwards, but the same has been rejected by the
Chief Commissioner of Income Tax(CCIT). The Board has filed writ petition in the High
Court of Punjab & Haryana at Chandigarh against the orders of the CCIT. The decision
in the matter is awaited from the Hon' ble High Court.

The Board is also registered with Income Tax Authorities u/s 12 AA of the Income Tax
Act, 1961.

The Assessing officer, during the assessment proceedings for the Financial Year 2008-
09 (relevant to assessment year 2009-10) treated the receipts on account of Application
cum Brochure Fee as non charitable activity and levied a tax of Rs.98,96,505/- on the
application cum brochure fees received by NHB. The NHB deposited the same under
protest. NHB filed an appeal against the orders of the Assessing Officer. The Income
Tax Appellate Tribunal (ITAT), New Delhi has decided the appeal in favour of NHB. The
NHB has requested the Income Tax Authorities to refund the tax amount but the same
has not yet been refunded.

The Assessing officer, during the assessment proceedings for the Financial Year 2009-
10 (relevant to assessment year 2010-11) treated the receipts on account of Application
cum Brochure Fee as non charitable activity and levied a tax of Rs.1,52,04,930/- on the
application cum brochure fees received by NHB. The NHB deposited the same under
protest. NHB filed an appeal against the orders of the Assessing Officer. The Income
Tax Appellate Tribunal (ITAT), New Delhi has decided the appeal in favour of NHB. The
NHB has requested the Income Tax Authorities to refund the tax amount but the same
has not yet been refunded.

The Assessing officer, during the assessment proceedings for the Financial Year 2010-
11 (relevant to assessment year 2011-12) treated the receipts on account of Application
cum Brochure Fee as non charitable activity and levied a tax of Rs.76,99,700/- on the
application cum brochure fees received by NHB. The TDS amounting to Rs.80,72,944/-
has already been deducted by the Indian Overseas Bank, NHB Branch, Gurgaon
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on fixed deposits of NHB during the Financial year 2010-11. NHB has requested the
Income Tax Authorities to refund the TDS amount. NHB has also filed an appeal,
against the orders of the Assessing Officer. The decision in the matter is awaited from
the ITAT, New Delhi.

The Assessing officer, during the assessment proceedings for the Financial Year 2011-
12 (relevant to assessment year 2012-13) treated the receipts on account of Application
cum Brochure Fee as non charitable activity and levied a tax of Rs.21,81,917/- on the
application cum brochure fees received by NHB. The TDS amounting to Rs.80,44,928/-
has already been deducted by the Indian Overseas Bank, NHB Branch, Gurgaon on
fixed deposits of NHB during the Financial year 2011-12. NHB has requested the
Income Tax Authorities to refund the TDS amount. NHB has also filed an appeal,
against the orders of the Assessing Officer. The decision in the matter is awaited from
the Commissioner of Income tax (Appeal) Faridabad.
