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PREFACE

Since its inception in 1984, National Horticulture Board (NHB) has contributed

The National
Horticulture Board was assigned the task to help Union Territory of J&K in
getting this Saffron Park established and responsibility for operation of the
Park lies with the Union Territory of J&K. The Foundation Stone of the project
was laid by Hon'ble Union Agriculture Minister on 23.08.2014.

Most of the components of Saffron Park have been completed by the CPWD
and the Project Management Consultant (PMC). The Chief Secretary, Jammu
and Kashmir has been informed about the developments of Project work and
on the need for expeditious operationalization of the infrastructure for
commercial development of saffron global brand and for enhanced net
incomes of saffron farmers, boosting economy of the area. The Government
of Union Territory (J&K) has constituted a body- International Kashmiri
Saffron Trade Centre (IIKSTC), Pampore to operationalize the park.
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The Handover of Saffron Park was proposed in the last week of March, 2020, however, it
could not be handed over in view of the current situation of COVID-19.

We have audited the Balance Sheet of the National Horticulture Board, Gurugram as at
31 March 2020, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the year
ended on that date under Section 20 (1) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties,
Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The audit has been entrusted from 2017-18 to
2021-22. National Horticulture Board has 25 operational accounting branch units, out of which
10 branch units were audited during the year 2019-20. These financial statements are the
responsibility of the Board’s management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these

financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc.
Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules &
Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any,

are reported through Inspection Reports/ CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
India. These standards requirc that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An
audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in
the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and
significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of

financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account
dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the Ministry of

During the year 2019-20,
only two meetings (09.07.2019 and 26.02.2020) of the Managing Committee were held
in violation of the above rules.
Utilization  certificates in respect of 2 cases involving subsidy of
%15.38 lakh were pending to be received from banks/Financial institutions by the
Ahmedabad Centre. Similar instances of non-receipt of Utilization certificates were also
noticed in Pune Centre (8939 cases).
Many Earnest Money Deposits were pending since long.
Physical verification of cash at the year-end was not recorded in the cashbook of
Ahmedabad Centre by the verifying officer.
Expenditure control register, advance register and TA bill register were not maintained
by the Bhopal Centre.
Physical verification of Fixed Assets
Physical verification of Fixed Assets had been done during the year 2019-20. However,
Physical verification of Library books had not been conducted after 3.09.2015.
Physical verification of Inventory
Physical verification of Inventories had been done during the year 2019-20.
Statutory dues
The Board was regular in‘depositing the statutory dues, except that the NHB Pune
Centre had deposited ¥ 17,997/-as per IT Return against the deducted TDS of

National Horticulture Board (NHB) had
been notified by Central Government under Section 10(23C)(iv) of the Income Tax
Act, 1961, up tothe assessment year 2008-09. The NHB filed application with the
Income Tax Authorities for renewal of exemption u/s 10(23C) (iv) of the Incom Tax
Act 1961 for Assessment Year 2009-10 to 2010-11, 2011-12to 2013-14 and 2014-15
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and onwards but the same were rejected by the Income Tax Authorities. The Board
has filed writ petitions in the High Court of Punjab & Haryana at Chandigarh against
the decision of Income Tax Authorities. The decision in the matter is awaited from the
Hon'ble High Court. The Board is registered with Income Tax Authorities u/s 12 AA of
the Income Tax Act, 1961.The NHB is filing its Income Tax Returns (ITR) of Nil
income with the Income Tax Department timely every year along with audit report
required by the charitable institutions for the compliance of conditions u/s 10 (23C)
(IV) of the Income Tax act, 1961. The TDS amounting to Rs. 93,25,443/- is deducted
by the Indian Overseas Bank, NHB Branch, Gurugram on Interest on fixed deposits/
rent of NHB during the Financial year 2019-20 (relevant to assessment year 2020-
21) which is claimable as refund at the time of filing of Income Tax Return with the
Income TaxAuthorities.

9. As per practice in NHB regarding adjustment of recovery of those soft loan cases in
which lump sum amount of recovery is less than Principal amount and service
charges due, the NHB adjust the amount of recovery first in service charges and the
remaining amountin Principal amount, except amount received from M/s Karuturi
Floritech Ltd. Rs. 89,86,893/- has been considered as income —Penal Interest, since
the matter is sub-judice. However, an amount of Rs. 2,08,61,523/- received during
the year in Soft Loan Cases, out of which an amount of Rs. 1,00,00,000/- was
received on account of principal amount and Rs. 18,74,630/- as service charge and
remaining as penal Interest amounting of Rs. 89,86,893/- has been received during
the year.

10.  The Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Government of India decided
(February 2017) to temporarily transfer land & building of erstwhile National Oil
Seeds & Vegetable Oil Development Board (NOVOD) wound up in September 2016
to NHB and directed NHB to pay wages of security staff, electricity expenses etc.
from their budget for which funds would be transferred to NHB later on. An amount of
Rs. 12,76,839/- during 2019-20 on account of wages, electricity expenses etc. by
showing recoverable from NOVOD Board in the books of accounts.

11.  Provision for Penal Interest in respect of late payments of dues by the beneficiaries
has not been made in the accounts. Itis accounted for on receipt basis.

12. The Board has filed civil suits against defaulter loanies for recovery of soft loans. The
provision for doubtful debts amounting to Rs.19,44,49,582/- has been made up to
31.3.2020.

13.  Courtfees, if any, in respect of cases where civil suit has been filed, has been debited
to expenditure account on payment basis.

14.  Corresponding figures for the previous year have been regrouped/rearranged,
wherever considered necessary.
