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PREFACE

It is a matter of pride to place it on record that during 2024-25 horticulture sector in the
country has recorded a production of 355.48 MT, which is highest ever in the history of
Indian Horticulture. India retains its position as the 2nd largest producer of Fruits and
Vegetables globally. This demonstrates willingness and entrepreneurship of Indian farmers
to accomplish the task of production of perishable horticulture produce and contribute
towards food and nutritional security of the Nation.

NHB has played an important role in achieving this milestone by providing support to the
farmers and entrepreneurs for improved quality production, post-harvest management and
value addition through its broad based entrepreneur driven innovative schemes. Since its
inceptionin 1984, NHB has contributed immensely to Commercial Horticulture sector with its
initial journey of development hi-tech commercial horticulture and cold chain infrastructure
by launching of soft loan schemes during 1993 and introduction of credit linked back
end subsidy schemes in the year 2000. Since 2014-15 onwards, NHB has been brought
under Mission for Integrated Development of Horticulture (MIDH) to accelerate planned
development of commercial horticulture and post-harvest management infrastructure in the
country.

Some of the highlights of the horticulture development with financial assistance from NHB
during the year include establishment of 398 numbers of commercial horticulture projects in
an area of 652.16 hectare, 14 post-harvest management and hi-tech commercial units and
establishment of 75 cold storage units with a storage capacity of 4.84 lac metric tonnes.

In order to address the challenges and enhance the global competitiveness of the Indian
horticulture sector, the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare, Government of India,
has launched the Horticulture Cluster Development Programme (CDP). It is a Central
Sector Programme, which is being implemented by the National Horticulture Board. The
Programme aims to enable holistic growth and development of identified horticulture clusters
to make them globally competitive and entrench them into national and global value chains.

Further, Union Cabinet has approved a Clean Plant Programme (CPP) is to be implemented
by the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers with an aim to ensure access to disease free
quality horticulture planting material to the farmers. NHB has been designated as the Nodal
Agency for implementation of this Programme. NHB has initiated the process to design
guidelines, SoPs, Operational manual of the Programme, etc for Plan Implementation.

INTRODUCTION

National Horticulture Board (NHB) was set up by Government of India in April
1984 as an Autonomous organization under the administrative control of Ministry
of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare and registered as a society under Societies
Registration Act with its headquarters at Gurugram. Presently, NHB has 29 field
offices located all over the country. The broad aims and objectives of the Board are
to develop production clusters/hubs for integrated hi-tech commercial horticulture,
development of Post-harvest and cold chain infrastructure, ensuring availability
of quality planting material and to promote adoption of new technologies/tools/
techniques for Hi-tech commercial horticulture etc.

Vision

> Recognizing the fact that the Commercial Horticulture provides not only food
and nutritional security but also paves the way for crop diversification for better
economic gain and risk mitigation for the farmers: the need for promoting

this sector by concerted efforts for private investment through commercial
horticulture projects has been visualized.

> This sector includes area expansion under commercial horticulture projects
in the Country; creation of post-harvest management related infrastructure
combined with public and private sector initiatives of technology development
and transfer, product promotion, marketing & export.

Programme has been prepared and finalized. Further, it has been decided to implement the
Pilot Phase of programme initially with shortlisted 12 clusters and the programme will be
scaled up to cover all the 55 clusters based on the learnings from the pilot phase.

The main objectives of the programme are as follows:

i. Address concerns of the horticulture value chain, from pre-production, production, post-
harvest management and value addition to logistics, marketing, and branding, in an
integrated manner to accelerate competitiveness in the domestic and export markets.

i. Reduce harvest and post-harvest losses by developing/expanding/upgrading
infrastructure for post-harvest handling of produce, value addition and market linkages.

iii. Facilitate the introduction of innovative technologies and practices to enhance the global
competitiveness of focus cluster crops.

iv. Facilitate the dovetailing of resources, including the convergence of various government
schemes, to entrench stakeholders in the global value chains.

v. Build stakeholder capacity and enhance farmers’ income through cluster-specific
interventions, including brand promotion.

The clusters of the pilot phase include Shopian (Jammu & Kashmir) and Kinnaur (Himachal
Pradesh)forApple, Lucknow (Uttar Pradesh), Kutch (Gujarat) and Mahbubnagar (Telangana)
for Mango, Ananthapur (Andhra Pradesh) and Theni (Tamil Nadu) for Banana, Nashik
(Maharashtra) for Grapes, Sepahijala (Tripura) for Pineapple, Solapur (Maharashtra) and
Chitradurga (Karnataka) for Pomegranate and West Jaintia Hills (Meghalaya) for Turmeric.
Clusters namely, Lucknow & Kutch for Mango and Sepahijala for Pineapple have been
replaced with Pollachi (Tamil Nadu) and Alleppey (Kerela) for Coconut and East Medinipur
for Floriculture clusters.
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As per the implementation framework stipulated in guideline, Cluster Development Agency
(CDA) has been appointed for each identified cluster for undertaking the detailed analysis
on gaps and determining the scope for innovative interventions in the clusters. Based on the
Cluster Gap Assessment Reports (CGARs) submitted by all CDAs, Request for Proposals
(RFPs) were floated/ published by the CDA for selection of Implementing Agencies (IAs)

for implementation of different verticals under CDP and one to one meeting with potential
IAs were conducted.

In response to the Request for Proposals (RFPs) was published for the selection of
Implementing Agencies in all the Clusters, Implementing Agencies have been finalized for
the implementation of projects in four (4) Clusters i.e., M/s Prasad Seeds Private Limited
for Mahbubnagar (Mango), M/s FIL Industries Private Limited for Shopian (Apple), M/s
Sahyadri Farms Post Harvest Care Limited for Nashik (Grape), M/s Meghalaya Basin
Management Agency for West Jaintia Hills (Turmeric).Remaining eleven (11) clusters are
in progress.

A total investment of approximately Rs. 536 Crore has been approved for these 4 projects,
which includes private contribution of approximately Rs.320 Cr and financial assistance of
approximately Rs. 216 Crore for theirimplementation. Till date, expenditure of approximately
INR 66.35 Crore has also been incurred by the Implementing Agencies in clusters.

As the implementation has already been commenced in 4 clusters, CDP-SURAKSHA
(Cluster Development Programme - System for Unified Resource Allocation Knowledge
and Secure Horticulture Assistance) Portal is being developed to monitor, documentation,
management, and fund disbursement processes within the Horticulture Cluster Development
Programme. Portal shall facilitate streamlined collaboration, enhanced operations, and
informed decision-making among stakeholders. Additionally, the integration of GIS and
geo-tagging capabilities shall provide a comprehensive understanding of the horticulture
clusters, aiding in identifying growth areas and assessing resource utilization.
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Clean Plant Programme

The Cabinet on 9" August 2024 has approved the Clean Plant Programme (CPP) with
an investment of Rs 1,765.67 Crores. This pioneering initiative is set to revolutionize
the horticulture sector in India and expected to set new standards for excellence and
sustainability. The CPP represents a major leap forward in enhancing the quality and
productivity of fruit crops across the nation.

a) In view of there being no taxable income under Income Tax Act 1961, no provision
for Income Tax has been considered necessary. National Horticulture Board (NHB)
had been notified by Central Government under Section 10(23C) (iv) of the Income
Tax Act, 1961, up to the Assessment Year 2008-09. The NHB filed application with
the Income Tax Authorities for renewal of exemption u/s 10(23C) (iv) of the Income
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Tax Act 1961 for Assessment Year 2009-10 to 2010-11, 2011-12 to 2013-14 & 2014-
15 and onwards but the same were rejected by the Income Tax Authorities. The
Board has filed writ petitions in the High Court of Punjab & Haryana at Chandigarh
against the decision of Income Tax Authorities. The Board is registered with Income
Tax Authorities u/s 12 AA of the Income Tax Act, 1961. The NHB is filing its Income
Tax Returns (ITRs) of Nil income with the Income Tax Department timely every year
along with audit report required by the Charitable Institutions for the compliance of
conditions u/s 10 (23C) (V) of the Income Tax act, 1961. The TDS amounting to
Rs. 90,264/- is deducted by the Indian Overseas Bank, NHB Branch, Gurugram on
Interest on fixed deposits/rent of NHB during the financial year 2024-25 (relevant to
Asstt. Year 2024-25) which is claimable as refund at the time of filing of Income Tax
Return with the Income Tax Authorities. The NHB has received refund from Income
Tax Authorities for Asstt. years 2016-17 to 2022-23 on account of TDS deducted
on interest earned on FDRs and rent receipts during the year by treated income as
NIL by the IT Department.

b) The Board has made an application in Form No. 10 A for renewal of registration
u/s 12AA of the Income Tax Act, 1961 on 31t December 2021. The Principal
Commissioner of Income Tax / Commissioner of Income Tax has ordered the
registration of the Board on 07.01.2022 for 5 (five) years from Asstt. Year 2022-23
to 2026-27.

9. As per practice in NHB regarding adjustment of recovery of those soft loan cases in
which lump sum amount of recovery is less than Principal amount and service charges
due, the NHB adjust the amount of recovery first in service charges and the remaining
amount in Principal amount. During the current financial year recovery under erstwhile
soft loan scheme of NHB is Rs. 1,68,000/- lakh only.

11. The Board has filed civil suits against defaulter loanies for recovery of soft loans. The
provision for doubtful debts amounting to Rs.19,08,50,000/- has been made up to
